The highly successful NDC/FAI, Town of Monaghan Co-op, 

Monaghan United School Milk Programme comes to an end with 

the 2009 year.  

 

Since October 2008, Julie-Ann Sherlock has completed 2 visits to 

32 schools and made the presentation to 2000 primary and 

secondary school pupils in the counties of Monaghan and Cavan.   

 

The programme aims to encourage more children aged from 9 

years up to sign up for school milk and to promote healthy eating 

and the consumption of at least 3 portions of dairy a day. 

 

The schools who order milk for 35% or more of their pupils 

receive football packs from the NDC/FAI, Town of Monaghan and 

Monaghan United FC to provide further sports equipment to 

enhance the physical education of the school children. 

 

Monaghan United FC would like to thank the National Dairy 

Council, Town of Monaghan Co-op and the Football Association 

of Ireland for their support in this programme and we hope that all 

the children who participated take this very important message on 

board.
